
Annual Report 2008 
 
 

AAM Foundation is a non-governmental organization working for underprivileged 

children to provide them with adequate nutrition, education and medication. 

Started in 1999, with one center in Neb Sarai, AAMF now runs one computer 

center and 26 non-formal education centers in the different slums of Delhi.

 Health Care Program  
 
Our health advisor, Dr. Col. P.K. Manna visited our centers twice a week. He 
conducted health check-ups, treated common ailments and distributed medicines 
to the children. The weight and height measurements of the children were 
recorded every 3 months.  
 
Volunteer’s Program 
 
Twenty-five student volunteers from Lady Shriram College worked with the 
children of the Neb Sarai Center on 23 November 2007. They arranged puppet 
shows and story telling sessions. They also interacted with the parents.  
 

  
Training Workshops for Teachers 
 
Training workshops were arranged for the teachers in the 1st week of every 
month to discuss the syllabus and problem resolution. Two teachers gave 
presentations on different topics. The education advisors of AAMF counseled 



and guided the teachers about handling slow learners and problematic 
children.  

 
• These workshops have helped us to better monitor the progress of the 

children, prepare good quality educational material, develop a child-oriented 
curriculum on the basis of regular feedbacks while, at the same time, 
ensuring a livelier atmosphere in the class room. 

 

 
 
Computer Center 
 
During the year, 162 children enrolled in the Computer Center. Out of this, 
96 were girls and 66 were boys. The number of school-going children who 
attended the computer program was 68, while the number of non-school 
going children was 94.
